Beijing Yansan Petrochemical Company 
(BYPC) processes 10 million tons of crude oil 
into 494 grades of products. In order to meet 
Sinopec’s subsidiary stringent discharge 
standards, new wastewater treatment units 
were constructed, including an ultimate poli-
shing wetland where 1600 m3/h are treated 
through 9 Ha of land.  This approach leve-
rages ecosystem services in lieu of built in-
frastructure. In addition, this area has been 
converted to a public park where visitors can 
learn about the benefits of wetlands.
